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Premise:

The Ohio Department of Developmental Disabilities is proposing to create a waiver service under its Individual
Options (10) Waiver that will allow for use of an off-site monitoring system that will ensure an individual's health
and safety in their home. Recent advancements in technology have made it possible for there to be a cost-
effective and efficient alternative to providing direct care for individuals served on a waiver in the form of remote
monitoring.

Remote Monitoring Service Specifications:

The service consists of the monitoring of an individual in his or her residence by remote monitoring staff using
one or more of the following: live video feed, live audio feed, motion sensing system, radio frequency
identification, web-based monitoring system, or other device approved by the department. Remote monitoring
staff shall have the capability to engage in live two-way communication with the individual being monitored as
described in the Individual Service Plan (ISP).

To address potential issues of privacy, consent for using this service, in conjunction with the Remote Monitoring
Equipment, will be documented in the ISP. To ensure health and safety, contingency supports, including the
use of a back-up plan, will be based on assessed need and addressed in the ISP.

ltems of Note:

*  For those Remote Monitoring providers that use video equipment, the cameras would only be housed
in common areas (not in bathrooms or bedrooms).

= For individuals who are subject to conditions such as seizures, sensor mats can be purchased that will
be monitored by the Remote Monitoring staff person.

* |f a situation arises, the Remote Monitoring staff person will contact the appropriate responder
(Emergency Services in the case of a medical or similarly urgent/life-threatening situation; or back-up
support person [whoever is designated as the contact person] for non-emergent cases)

Remote Monitoring Equipment Specifications:

Remote monitoring equipment is available to enable waiver participants to access the Remote Monitoring
service, and includes leasing or purchasing equipment that will be used by the individual in their place of
residence.

Probable Limits on the Services:

= Remote Monitoring will be used to reduce or replace the amount of Homemaker/Personal Care the

individual receives.

= Individuals who share the Remote Monitoring service at a site will be required to lease the Remote
Monitoring equipment.

= Remote Monitoring Equipment that is for specific use by a particular individual will be leased or
purchased by that individual.
