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� ODADAS and ODMH have convened an 
intersystem workgroup to provide leadership 
and direction in implementing systemic 
changes needed to support the long-term 
viability of the behavioral health system.

� DODD is utilizing the “Futures”
recommendations as an overall guiding 
philosophy (Phase 3 of the ULTCS process)

� State Profile Tool under development led by 
ODJFS – all agencies participating.
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� Draft rules governing the Certificate of Need 
changes in HB 1 allowing for inter-county 
transfer of nursing facility beds have been 
circulated for comment to stakeholders (by 
October 19th).  Formal process begins with 
Public Health Council on November 19.

� Workforce grant
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� DODD serves consumers in community 
settings three times more than in facilities.

� DODD developing New Futures waiver 
reflective of a desire to move towards 
individual self-determination/consumer choice
